. Create your piggy bank from materials of your choice. No glass

. oObjects please.

« There should be a way to both put money in and get it out without

. destroying the bank.

« Banks should be sturdy enough that it can be transported for display
without coming apart or pieces falling off.

« Banks do not have to be in the shape of a pig.

. Banks must be created and decorated by the 4-H member.

. 4-H members may enter only one bank.

. Make sure your name, grade, school and teachers name are on the
bottom of your piggy bank entry.

. Due dates will be provided at the February 4-H club meeting.
1st, 2nd, and 3rd place prizes will be awarded at each grade level.
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
